Notice to Defendant

(a)
You must complete the form known as the Acknowledgment of Service which is annexed to this Writ of Summons (Writ), and return it immediately to the Plaintiff’s solicitor or, if the Plaintiff is unrepresented, to the Plaintiff.

(b)
You must also complete the form known as the Memorandum of Appearance (MOA) which is annexed to this Writ, and file** it with the Registrar of the Supreme Court within 8/21* days from the day on which you have received this Writ.

(c)
If you intend to instruct a solicitor to act for you, you should at once give him all the documents which have been served on you, so that he may complete the relevant forms on your behalf.

(d)
If you do not file the MOA within the time-frame stipulated in paragraph (b) above, you are NOT entitled to be heard in these proceedings.  If this is the case, the court may, without notice to you, proceed to hear the action and pronounce judgment, notwithstanding your absence, as well as make all further orders in the proceedings without further reference to you.

(e)
If you intend to defend the Writ, then within 22/35* days of receiving this Writ, you must file a Defence or a Defence and Counterclaim in court and serve a copy of the same on the Plaintiff’s solicitor (or if the Plaintiff is unrepresented, on the Plaintiff) within 24 hours of filing the Defence or Defence and Counterclaim.

If you agree to the arrangements set out in the Proposed Parenting Plan (By Plaintiff), you should sign the appropriate section in the form set out in Annex A of the Proposed Parenting Plan (By Plaintiff) and return the relevant page to the Plaintiff’s solicitor within 22/35* days of the day on which you have received it.

You must obtain certain information from the Central Provident Fund Board (the answers to the CPF standard query) by making the relevant enquiries with the said Board within 22/35* days of the day on which you have received it. After receiving the answers to the CPF standard query from the Central Provident Fund Board, if you agree to the arrangements set out in the Proposed Matrimonial Property Plan (For Housing Development Board Flats only) (By Plaintiff), you should sign the appropriate section in the form set out in Annex A of the Proposed Matrimonial Property Plan (By Plaintiff) and return the said document to the Plaintiff’s solicitor (or if the Plaintiff is unrepresented, to the Plaintiff) within 14 days of the day on which you have received the answers to the CPF standard query.

If you do not agree to the arrangements set out in the said Proposed Matrimonial Property Plan (By Plaintiff), you must state your proposed arrangements in respect of the matrimonial property by filling in the appropriate section in the form set out in Annex B of the Proposed Matrimonial Property Plan (By Plaintiff) and filing the said document in court, within 14 days of the day on which you have received the answers to the CPF standard query.
